Blind-Deaf Statewide Retreat held in September.
Lions hold activities, meetings, training and events year-round.
Camp available for corporate and private events during the off season. &

Camp Dogwood

/ Matching Funds
Helps clubs provide eye exams, eye glasses and other medical needs of the blind. Now
replaced by VSP Voucher Program that will provide eye exams and glasses by three
means: full coverage, materials only and students up to 19 years of age. To qualify,
must be below 200% poverty level.

/ Support & Mobility Canes
Oldest service provided by Lions.
Canes given to any blind or visually impaired person.
Limit one per two years at no charge.

/ North Carolina Lions Educational Grants
Available to children of a blind or visually impaired parent.
Grants for two and four year secondary education programs.
Emphasis is placed on financial need.

/  Hearing Aids (Discontinued)
Now, we recycle Hearing Aids. ‘
Individual will be referred to NC Department of Hard of Hearing for assistance. )
Funds received are used for the Deaf Blind retreat at Camp Dogwood. A
